Prescription Drug
Benefit Plans

Medicare Prescription Drug Plan? If
you are like most of us, your answer
would likely be yes.

The new Medicare Prescription Drug
Plan will begin coverage on January 1,
2006 and enrollment will take place from
November 15, 2005 to May 15, 2006.
Rockwell Collinswill be announcing
their benefit plan for 2006 sometime later
this month and will likely require
enrollment by late November.

To help Rockwell Collins retirees
understand their options for prescription
drug benefits, SHIIP counselors, RCRV
and the Heritage Agency on Aging will
collaborate to present the details of both
the Rockwell Collins benefit plan for
2006 and the Medicare plan. Two
duplicative sessions explaining both
programs will be held on November 8,
2005 at 10:00 A.M. and repeated at 2:00
p.m. at the Kirkwood Training and
Outreach Services Center, (KTQS), 3375
Armar Drive, Marion. SHIIP counselors
from RCRV will also be available
throughout the day to answer questions
on the various alternatives for coverage.

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Vote on RCRV
changes in November

Did you know that RCRYV is a nonprofit
corporation? If you did, you may also
know that |owa recently changed its
nonprofit corporation law, Chapter 504.
Because of Enron, WorldCom, and other
corporate scandals, the lowa L egislature
decided to add new rules to make sure
corporations can be held more
accountable for how they operate.
Almost al "nonprofits* are now changing
their rulesto comply. RCRV overhauled
its Bylaws earlier this year and those are
now OK. Next, we need to fix acouple
contradictions that exist in the Articles of
Incorporation.

RCRV Atrticles of Incorporation are on
file with the Secretary of State of lowa,
and can only be changed by a vote of the
entire RCRV membership. We planto
do that at the Annual Meeting in
November. The most important change
will be to change RCRV membership
rules to be compatible with the new lowa
Code. Certain other organizational
details will be removed from the Articles
so they can be governed by the RCRV

His most notable contribution
has been in the design, development and
production of avariety of assistive
technology devices for use by students
and adults with disabilities. Hisdesigns
have significantly broadened the
recreational horizons of disabled students
and increased the productivity of
handicapped adults. Les has also been a
consistent volunteer at the Rockwell
Education Access To Computer
Technology Center (REACT) for several
years refurbishing computers.

Les Hearther

Leswas born and raised in Linn County
and attended school in Atkins. After high
school graduation in 1942 he joined the
Collins Radio Company. His
employment was interrupted in 1944
when he and twenty other employees
passed the “ Captain Eddy " Navy
electronics aptitude test and were
inducted into the Navy for training in

electronics. He served as an Aviation
Electronics Technical Mate until shortly
after the end of WW |1 and then rejoined
Collins Radio for a brief stint before
going off to The University of lowato
study under the GI Bill and receive aBS
in Mechanical Engineering.

During hislong career at Collins Les had
awide variety of experiences and hasten
patentsto his credit. Some of the most
notable design projects he worked on
were the ART-13 100 Watt Transmitter
made famousin WW |1; spacecraft radios
for Mercury, Gemini and Apollo; aircraft
instruments; autopilot servos and many
others.

Les and hiswife Irene recently celebrated
their 60th wedding anniversary. They
have four children and severa
grandchildren. One of their favorite
pastimes is watching grandson Cody
advancein his professional baseball
career with the St. Louis Cardinals.

Cody was drafted out of high school and
is currently playing for the Cardinal's AA
farm team in Springfield, Missouri.
